Attendance

As Headteacher and Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL), my role is to closely monitor the
attendance of all our children. All school days are very busy and there is lots of learning that takes
place right through the day. The table below indicates how what might seem like just a few days
absence can result in children missing a significant number of lessons.

The table below indicates how frequent lateness can add up to a considerable amount of learning
time being lost. This can seriously disadvantage children and disrupt the learning of others.
